In January this year Pope Francis in reference to Ukraine urged the people
of the world to “think about the more than 5 million people who were annihilated (in
Ukraine) during the time of the last war. They are a suffering people, they suffered famine,
they suffered so much cruelty and they deserve peace. Let us ask the Lord to grant that the
country may grow in the spirit of brotherhood, and that all hurts, fears, and divisions will
be overcome. Please, no more war.”
